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Job Description for Classroom Teacher


The person selected for this position will be responsible for the general supervision and management of a class.  The person must have education through course work or like to be able to plan lessons that are developmentally appropriate for the designated age group and must agree with the basic philosophy of the center.

The person selected for this position must be a sensitive and mature individual who is able to relate well to both children and adults.

Responsibilities will include, but not be limited to:

· Planning, supervising and implementing the program for class in accordance with the guidelines of NAEYC.

· Gearing the program to the needs of individual children with concerns for their interests, handicaps, special talents and individual style and pace of learning.

· Treating children with respect and dignity.

· Helping children to become aware of their roles as integral members of a group.

· Being responsible for the arrangement, décor and learning environment of the classroom.

· Assuming an equal share of the housekeeping duties of the staff.

· Attending staff meetings.

· Participating in recommended training classes, conferences, courses, and other aspects of personal growth.

· Conducting parent conferences at appropriate times.

· Assisting in the ongoing evaluation procedures needed to asses the developments of the children.

· Writing and implanting educational plans in accordance with prescribed themes which recognize individual needs and learning styles.
· Developing appropriate lessons and materials in social, emotional, physical, and academic areas of the curriculum.
· Be able to transport children to/from field trips in school van.
· Observing and recording anecdotal records for each child in a timely manner.

· Maintaining confidentiality.

· Adhering to all policies and procedures as written in the Learn ‘n Play Staff Handbook.

· Representing Learn ‘n Play in an appropriate manner to parents and the community.
